Great things are happening with the Department as we start a new year.  There is much excitement in the Department and our volunteers have responded to several incidents in the last few months.  They have provided much needed assistance, in a timely manner.


Both the fire and EMS volunteers continue to train regularly to be able to provide you with quality service.  Brandon and Char Quinn are in the middle of an eighteen-week EMT class, and should be State certified Emergency Medical Technicians upon completion in February.  This is a very intense and, time consuming, class and both are doing exceptionally well.  They both look forward to providing this valuable service to the community.


Our Chief, Lee Robbins contacted Larry Grafel, the General Manager of the Beaver Creek Metropolitan District in reference to two fire trucks that were no longer being used at Beaver Creek.  On January 8th our Department received title to a Hendrickson pumper truck.  It is a nice truck with low miles on it.  It will be a great asset to the community for many years.  The BCMD also has donated a one ton Chevrolet rescue truck to our Department.   It will be equipped for our First Responders and should provide a quick response to the scene, followed up by the larger vehicles.  We are grateful to Lee and Larry for their efforts to achieve this.


Yampa Fire Protection District donated a Dodge fire truck that will make a good wild land truck as well as structure fire suppression.  We appreciate the support of the folks on the Yampa Department, both for the truck and the training that Bill Cox continues to give us.  

Eagle County Sheriffs Department has donated a 2 ton GMC truck with a utility box that we can outfit with a water tank.  

The mobile radios that were donated by the Colorado State Patrol are being installed so the trucks will be in service soon.


We should have a contract with Jim and Ellen Matlock in the next few days for the parcel of land that they are donating for the construction of our fire station.  The generosity and community spirit of Jim and Ellen is appreciated and will provide a great asset to the community.  White Surveying from Gypsum has donated the surveying services on the property.  An appraisal of the land is being completed, and John Perkins has donated many hours to the development of a site plan that has been submitted to Eagle County.  The soils test was donated by Luiza Petrovska, of LKP Engineering.  The support of these people has been great.


Steve Smyres and John Perkins are working on the drafting of the fire station plans with input from the building committee, consisting of Steve, Darrell Cooter, Clark Ewing and Mike Lederhause.


Bob and Melinda Rasnick, are very supportive of our efforts to construct the fire station and have offered an access easement to the building site.  This will provide great access and their support is appreciated.   


Our annual report has been completed and posted on the web site that Tom Denboske with @ctive Communications has donated.  The report provides information about what we have accomplished, our plans for the future and our budget.  The estimated time that our active volunteers have donated to this effort is included.  Last year an estimated combined total of 4,480 hours of their time was donated, driving 4,860 miles, to benefit the Department.  That is a value of approximately $69,047.00 that these folks have contributed to your community.  Please support them in their efforts. An intergovernmental agreement should also be completed with Vail Police Department this month to provide dispatch services.  The new transmitter on King Mountain is nearing completion and should provide communications with the Routt County agencies.


We are pleased to announce the addition of Clark Ewing to our Board of Directors.  Clark has spent a considerable amount of time and dedication to the creation of an operating Department.  His input on the Board will be valuable to the community.  We hope to fill the remaining vacancy at the February board meeting.

A big thanks to those that have completed and returned the site plan of your property that was included with the last newsletter.  This information is valuable for preplanning so the Department can make the best response in case you have an emergency.  If you need help to complete the form, or another form, please contact us.  We will post the form on the web site so you can download a copy.   


More volunteers are always needed and you are just the person we are looking for.  You can help us as an active volunteer in either, fire or EMS service, service on the Board of Directors, our fund-raising effort, a computer mapping project of our area that will be combined with our pre-plan, or our building effort.
